4, The submission will take the form of a curriculum vitae, a synopsis and an extract of approximately 5,000
words.

5. Selection will be made on the basis of literary merit.

6. The applicant will have a publishing record, and must include details of this in the application.

7. Four (4) copies of the entire application are to be submitted (please note: fax or electronic applications
will not be accepted).

8. The total remuneration will be $15,000. The recipient will also be awarded a one-month residency at the
Australian Centre. The residency includes access to office space and fadilities, but does not include
accommodation.

9. Entries close on Monday, 7 July 2008.
